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We wish to highlight that the overall decrease in purchasing power directly impacts the school 
district’s ability to sustainably maintain facilities, renew technology and learning resources, and 
to fund needed equipment and supplies. We have seen a 19% increase in the cost associated 
with local mileage claims, a 300% increase in custodial supply costs for consumables like toilet 
paper and paper towel, and copy/printer paper has increased by 38% this year alone. Our 
network infrastructure costs have increased 20%, while our insurance premiums through School 
Protection Plan (SPP) have increased by 23% in a single year.
